2 Introduction

2.1 CN welcomed the group to the meeting and outlined the agenda, which included:

3 TransXchange Best Practice document
3.1 The document has now been fleshed out by CN, with assistance from David Batchelor. The group discussed various points of note and were asked to provide more detailed feedback via email. Mark Fell from Trapeze will be providing some feedback on the document, and it is hoped that he can attend future meetings – the group agreed that his participation would be a valuable.
4 RTIG TransXchange Profile

4.1 CN informed the group that the profile had been updated with the changes suggested by MS at the July meeting and circulated to the membership. Two comments were received – from Connexionz and Fara – and both parties agreed that the profile was suitable and required no further fields. MS provided further updates and the profile is now considered up-to-date.

TransXchange and school day trips

5.1 The group discussed the issues surrounding school day and school holiday schedules. Current experience suggests that schools and Local Education Authorities are bad at updating the bus operators with information regarding updates to school term dates, early finishes etc. In many cases, any updates to schedules will require at least two weeks notice so that the appropriate TXC files can be prepared for the RTI system.

5.2 The group agreed that Roger Slevin would be the best person to address many of the questions raised by the group surrounding school dates, registration of services and an appropriate approach to dealing with the issue. The group would also like to know what Transport Direct’s and VOSA’s long term final goal for EBSR is. CN suggested that Roger be contacted in the first instance and establish his availability towards the end of November 2007. It may be necessary to also get in touch with VOSA at this point.
