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Public Transport Information Coordination Group
Terms of Reference
Constitution
The Public Transport Information Coordination Group (PTIC) is a community enterprise, created and operated collaboratively by ATCO, RTIG and Traveline, with the active participation of DfT Transport Direct.

Its purpose is to provide coordination on UK activities relating to the compilation and presentation of public transport information, whether to the public or for operational purposes.

Status
These ToRs were adopted by the PTIC on 12 February 2009.
Membership and attendance
The phrase “PTIC members” refers to those on the current mailing list.

PTIC has no closed membership: in principle any individual may attend PTIC meetings, and contribute to its activities.

In practice attendance is drawn from members of the three oversight groups (ATCO, RTIG and Traveline). Those attending are expected to be individuals who:
· Have a senior position within central Government, a local authority, a transport operator, or a systems company.

· Are able to act as a point of contact for other members of their organisation.
Functions

The role of PTIC is:

· To collate issues arising from around the community related to the capture, exchange and presentation of public transport information, whether for the public or for operational purposes.
· To debate appropriate technical and procedural responses to each issue.
· Where action is agreed to be necessary, identify the responsible actor(s), and provide a forum in which developments can be discussed.

· Enable its members to spread knowledge of current actions and progress more widely.
In particular, PTIC aims to be the industry body for developments of national technical specifications such as NaPTAN and TransXChange. As a stakeholder group, it also provides advice to UK Government for UK involvement in relevant international standards activities.
PTIC has no formal decision-making role and no voting process: positions are achieved wherever possible by unanimous consent, achieved by collective debate within a meeting or by correspondence. It shall be the Secretary’s role to identify and document PTIC’s position in respect of each Issue.
Operations

PTIC operates through meetings held approximately four times a year. Meeting venues are sought from members, including DfT and CPT.
Group coordination and secretariat is provided by RTIG on behalf of the supervising groups. The Secretary’s role will be to:

· Plan, convene, and arrange for minuting of PTIC meetings.

· Collate, maintain and distribute the Issues Register.
· Facilitate contact between PTIC members regarding current Issues.
PTIC documents will be made available:

· Directly to members (ie those on its mailing list).

· Via formal points of contact for its parent bodies, to the wider ATCO/RTIG/Traveline and DfT communities.

· Where appropriate, publicly through a dedicated web presence.
