	Upgrade TransXChange Publisher to v2.5

	Issue description
	The TransXChange Schema has now been upgraded to v2.5, thereby adding a number of new features, most of which are to do with accessibility information. The current version of the TransXChange Publisher is at v2.4 and is therefore unable to handle these features.  This document, together with a more detailed draft specification (140429 TXC 2.5 publisher upgrade specification v0.3.doc), describes various ways in which v2.5 elements could be included in the Publisher.  The most important (covered under Option 1 below) is to ensure that files submitted to DVSA in any version of TXC will publish correctly.  

	Issue manifestation
	The TransXChange Publisher may not correctly handle files constructed using v2.5 of the TransXChange Schema.  In addition, the Publisher is unable to render any of the additional features introduced in v2.5 of the Schema.  

	Issue severity
	This is an issue of moderate severity.  


	Priority code

	Response options
	Option 0 - Do Nothing;

Option 1 - Minimal changes to the TXC Publisher to allow for dynamic version numbers to be handled and enable DVSA to process EBSR files constructed with TXC v2.5;

Option 2 – Option 1 plus published output of service wheelchair accessibility information;

Option 3 – Option 2 plus graceful handling of Eire coordinates;

Option 4 – Option 3 plus published output of service accessibility booking, assistance, vehicle equipment and facilities information;

Option 5 – Option 4 plus published output of stop level accessibility information.
Option 4 and 5 have the potential to introduce a significant number of additional notes to the published output, which may be perceived as ‘noise’ in service particulars.
